	-get out clean sheet of paper
-label in right hand corner:           Name

	Asking for help


	-look at examples in text 

-review notes for the day
-ask an elbow partner for help
-raise your hand or come to teachers desk



	Turning in homework
	-assignments will be graded at the start of each period following the day it was assigned and turned into the HW basket
-Any score less that 70% will require a redo, due the next day
-late assignments will receive an automatic 10% score reduction

-assignments more than 1 week late will receive a zero
